CALL TO THE WORD

“shake the dust off your feet.” Shaking the dust off
would be, in part, a symbolic act of judgment on
those who persisted in rejecting the gospel
message. Shaking off the dust also would be an
indication that the disciples had done their duty,
leaving the recipients of the gospel message to
answer to God for their decision. Let us stand in
body or in spirit and listen to today’s gospel
reading with renewed hearing.
